


2. TAG will ensure that researchers focus on the highest-priority scientific challenges. By acting as a watchdog
over the U.S. and pharmaceutical researchers, TAG will play a key role in speeding up and more rigorously
testing new drugs for HIV and related infections.

3. TAG will fight for better research and treatment of key coinfections, such as hepatitis B virus (HBV), hepatitis
C virus (HCV), and tuberculosis (TB), which disproportionately affect and kill people with HIV.

4. TAG will strike back against politically motivated, anti-science forces to ensure that sound prevention and
treatment policy is enacted and to protect vital AIDS research from ideologically motivated political attack.
TAG will fight drug company profiteering, ensuring that people with HIV in the U.S. and in developing
countries will not be denied access to anti-HIV drugs because of high prices.

5. TAG is a respected leadership voice at the highest levels of U.S. and global AIDS research and policy.
In additional to its staff members being recognized as experts on scientific research and treatment, they
are also asked by their colleagues to play key roles in advocacy and education for research and treatment
literacy. AIDS research, prevention, treatment, and care all need desperately to be revitalized, strengthened,
and expanded in the next administration. TAG will help accomplish this goal.

During the previous decade, TAG played a key role by providing policy guidance for a new Congress and
president in a series of reforms that laid the foundation for revolutionary advances in treatment. Today, we are
once again facing stagnant domestic AIDS and research budgets and still growing epidemics in the United States
and internationally. TAG is poised to provide essential policy expertise to the incoming president, administration,
and Congress in the years to come.
